Introduction
The Village of Cary is responsible for the maintenance and operation of traffic signal
systems at four (4) intersections, which also includes pedestrian push buttons, controller
cabinets, emergency vehicle pre-emption (EVP), utility locates, and emergency response
due to failures or accidents. In addition, the Village maintains several warning beacon
systems for various crosswalks and stop-controlled intersections.
 
Several other traffic signals in the Village are maintained by either the Illinois Department of
Transportation (with a share of the maintenance billed to the Village) or the McHenry County
Division of Transportation (full County maintenance jurisdiction).
 
On May 24th, 2023, the Village of Cary held a public bid and two (2) sealed bids were
received. Meade Inc. was the lowest responsible and responsive bidder.

Staff Analysis
Staff recommends approving a contract for traffic signal maintenance with Meade Inc. Staff
has been satisfied with Meade Inc. as the traffic signal maintenance contractor during recent
years. The actual costs incurred by the Village will be based on the fixed-cost routine
maintenance pricing and on a time-and-material basis for unscheduled services/repairs as
they are required.

WHEREAS, the Village of Cary is responsible for the maintenance and repair of traffic 
signal systems at four (4) intersections, as well as warning beacon systems at various locations; 
and

WHEREAS, the Village of Cary also maintains emergency vehicle pre-emption systems on 
traffic signals maintained by the Illinois Department of Transportation and McHenry County 
Division of Transportation within the village limits; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Cary utilizes qualified contractors to perform the maintenance 
responsibilities for signals and associated equipment under the Village’s jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, Meade Inc. was found to be the lowest responsible and responsive bidder
when bids were opened publicly on May 24, 2023.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the Village of 
Cary as follows:

SECTION 1: The Village of Cary approves contract for traffic signal maintenance with 
Meade Inc., Willowbrook, Illinois and authorizes the Village Administrator to execute a contract in 
an amount not to exceed $35,000 in FY2023-2024.

Introduction
On November 1, 2022, the Village’s Outdoor Water Conservation Ordinance was discussed
at the Committee of the Whole. Staff was seeking direction on whether to implement
changes that would amend the current outdoor water use ordinance to incorporate
conservation-based parameters consistent with current industry best practices. Staff was
asked to consider modifications to the proposed options that would simplify the structure of
the different color-coded tiers, but still provide conservation-based improvements that would
protect our groundwater supply.
 
On December 20, 2022, revised options were presented to the Committee of the Whole:

Option A:  Even/odd only (2-3 times per week), but any time-of-day, or 
Option B:  6pm-9am only, but any day of the week (up to 7 days per week)

 
On May 23, 2023, a final proposed option was presented by staff that incorporated an
even/odd schedule and color-coded tiers. It was recommended that this option be presented
for adoption at the subsequent Village Board Meeting.

Staff Analysis
Staff recommends approving an ordinance amending the Village of Cary’s Municipal Code to
increase regulations on outdoor water usage and feels this effort is a best management
practice to promote the sustainability of the Village’s water supply.

WHEREAS, the Village is authorized to enact certain ordinances and make rules and 
regulations proper or necessary in accordance with the Illinois Municipal Code (65 ILCS 5/1-2-1); and 
 

WHEREAS, the exercise of the powers granted to the Village of Cary through the Illinois 
Municipal Code can address the concerns expressed by the public, improve public safety, and 
facilitate sustainable usage of natural resources; and 

 
WHEREAS, outdoor water use regulations will promote the future sustainability of the 

Village’s groundwater supply; and 
 

 WHEREAS, the Mayor and Village Board of Trustees have determined that the amendment 
to the Municipal Code is in the best interest of the Village of Cary. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the Village of 

Cary as follows: 
 

SECTION 1: That the above recitals are incorporated as if fully set forth herein. 
Sec. 13.04.090 – Outdoor Water Conservation.  
 

SECTION 2: The Section 13.04.090 entitled “Outdoor Water Conservation” of Chapter 
13.04 entitled “Use Regulations” of Title 13 entitled “Water and Sewers” of the Code of 
Ordinances of the Village of Cary is hereby amended by changing the current provisions of said 
Section 13.04.090 by deleting those provisions shown as stricken through and by adding those 
provisions underscored and in bold, said Section 13.04.090 to read in its entirety as follows:  
 
 

EXHIBIT A 
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Sec. 13.04.090. – Outdoor water conservation. 
 

A. For the safeguard of the public health, safety and welfare, the Village Administrator is authorized, 
from �me to �me, to prohibit use of water from the Municipal water supply system for outside 
purposes including, but not limited to, sprinkling a lawn or to water any garden, tree or shrub, 
wash an automobile or to supply water to a swimming pool. 
 

B. In the absence of the Village Administrator from the Village, the foregoing authority shall be 
exercised by the Director of Public Works. 
 

C. Regula�ons of water usage shall be enforced using a color-coded system as follows: 
 
1. Green condi�on: All outdoor water uses, including lawn sprinklers and irriga�on, hand 

watering of gardens and landscaping, washing personal vehicles, pressure washing sidewalks, 
decks, driveways, and filing pools are unrestricted. Lawn sprinklers and irriga�on systems are 
permited on an even/odd day rota�on. Proper�es with even numbered addresses are 
permited to sprinkle or irrigate on even numbered calendar days. Proper�es with odd 
numbered addresses are permited to sprinkle or irrigate on odd numbered calendar days. 
Other water uses are unrestricted and include hand-watering of lawns or landscape beds, 
vehicle/equipment washing, bathing, clothes washing, or other normal household uses.  
 

2. Yellow condi�on: Lawn sprinklers and irriga�on are permited only between the hours of 6:00 
p.m. and 10:00 p.m. All other outdoor water uses, including hand watering of gardens and 
landscaping, washing personal vehicles, pressure washing sidewalks, decks, driveways, and 
filing pools are unrestricted. Lawn sprinklers and irriga�on are permited on an odd/even 
day rota�on and only between the hours of 6:00 p.m. and 9:00 a.m. Proper�es with even 
numbered addresses are permited to sprinkle or irrigate on even numbered calendar days. 
Proper�es with odd numbered addresses are permited to sprinkle or irrigate on odd 
numbered calendar days. Other water uses are unrestricted and include hand-watering of 
lawns or landscape beds, vehicle/equipment washing, bathing, clothes washing, or other 
normal household uses. 
 

3. Red condi�on: All outdoor water usage from a connec�on to the Village’s public water supply 
is prohibited.  
 

D. New or Replacement Lawns 
 

1. Green & Yellow conditions: The daily watering of sod or newly seeded lawns may be 
allowed upon approval from the Director of Community Development or their designee on 
a case-by-case basis in which a permit will be issued with the following regulations: 

 
a. The issuance of sod laying and seed lawn installation permit shall allow the 

permittee to water the newly installed sod or seed utilizing automatic sprinkling 
device(s) for a period of time not to exceed eight hours on the first day. 
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b. The next nine consecutive days watering may occur between 6:00 p.m. and 9:00 

a.m. 
 

c. After the 10-day period, the permittee must follow the general outdoor water use 
schedule. 

 
d. The permit must be displayed in a window or other easily visible location. 

 
2. Red condition:  The daily watering of sod or newly seeded lawns is restricted. 

 
3. The seeding of new lawns and laying of sod is not permitted between July 1 and August 31, 

regardless of drought condition status, without the approval of the Director of Community 
Development. 

 
E. Athletic/Recreational Fields and Golf Courses 

 
1. Green condition: Unrestricted. 

 
2. Yellow condition: Daily irrigation permitted but only between the hours of 6:00 p.m. and 

9:00 a.m. 
 

3. Red condition: Not permitted. 
 

SECTION 3: All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with this Ordinance are 
hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict. 

SECTION 4: If any part or parts of this Ordinance shall be held invalid for any reason 
such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining part or parts of this Ordinance. 

 
SECTION 5: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage 

and approval according to law.

Introduction
In May of 2023, the McHenry County Board adopted an ordinance reducing the speed limit
on Algonquin Township’s section of S. Rawson Bridge Road from Hickory Nut Grove Lane to
Rawson Bridge Road. The speed limit on this section was reduced to 40 mph. This
reduction was based on an engineering and traffic investigation conducted by the County's
Division of Transportation.
 
As a result of this revision to the posted speed limit, the Village-owned section of S. Rawson
Bridge Road from Crystal Lake Road to Hickory Nut Grove Lane remains the only section
with a 45-mph speed limit. S. Rawson Bridge Road south of Crystal Lake Road (Village-
owned) currently has a speed limit of 40 mph.

Staff Analysis
Staff recommends approving an ordinance amending the Village of Cary’s Municipal Code to
reduce the speed limit to 40-mph on S. Rawson Bridge Road from Crystal Lake Road to
Hickory Nut Grove Lane in order to create cohesiveness along the roadway and promote
public safety.

WHEREAS, the Village is authorized to enact certain ordinances and make rules and 
regulations proper or necessary in accordance with the Illinois Municipal Code (65 ILCS 5/1-2-1); and 
 

WHEREAS, the exercise of the powers granted to the Village of Cary through the Illinois 
Municipal Code can address the concerns expressed by the public and to improve public safety; and 

 
WHEREAS, S Rawson Bridge Road from Crystal Lake Road to Hickory Nut Grove Lane is the 

only section of aforesaid roadway that does not have a speed limit of 40 mph; and 
 
WHEREAS, the McHenry County Department of Transportation has conducted a traffic study 

on S Rawson Bridge Road and has recommended a reduction of the present speed limit; and 
 

 WHEREAS, the Mayor and Village Board of Trustees have determined that the amendment 
to the Municipal Code is in the best interest of the Village of Cary. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the Village of 

Cary as follows: 
 

SECTION 1: That the above recitals are incorporated as if fully set forth herein. 
Sec. 10.08.220 Speed Restrictions.  
 

SECTION 2: The Section 10.08.220 entitled “Speed Restrictions” of Chapter 10.08 
entitled “Rules of the Road” of Title 10 entitled “Speed Restrictions” of the Code of Ordinances 
of the Village of Cary is hereby amended by changing the current provisions of said Section 
10.08.220 by deleting those provisions shown as stricken through and by adding those provisions 
underscored and in bold, said Section 10.08.220 to read in its entirety as follows:  
 

EXHIBIT A 
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Sec. 10.08.220. – Speed Restrictions 
 

A. It is unlawful to drive any motor vehicle on any street not under the jurisdic�on of the Illinois 
Department of Transporta�on, or the County, in an urban district within the Village at a speed in 
excess of twenty-five (25) miles per hour, or in an alley at a speed in excess of fi�een (15) miles 
per hour; provided that if the Mayor and Board of Trustees, by ordinance, set other limits, then 
such limits shall govern the rate of speed on the streets indicated in such ordinances. The Chief of 
Police shall post appropriate signs showing such speed limits. 
 

B. The fact that the speed of a vehicle does not exceed the applicable maximum speed limit does not 
relieve the driver from the duty to decrease speed when approaching and crossing an intersec�on, 
when approaching and going around a curve, when approaching a hill crest, when traveling upon 
any narrow or winding roadway or when special hazards exist with respect to pedestrians or other 
traffic by reason of weather or highway condi�ons; and speed shall be decreased as may be 
necessary to avoid colliding with any person or vehicle on or entering the highway in compliance 
with legal requirements and the duty of all persons to use due care. 
 

C. It is unlawful to drive any vehicle on any street or highway within the Village under the jurisdic�on 
of the Illinois Department of Transporta�on, or of the County, at a speed exceeding that lawfully 
set for such streets; provided further, that the speed of all vehicles of the second division as 
defined by statute shall be as follows: 
 

1. If the vehicle is designed and used for pulling or carrying freight and has a gross weight 
of eight thousand (8,000) pounds or less (including the weight of the vehicle and 
maximum load) and is equipped with pneuma�c �res, the maximum is fi�y-five (55) 
miles per hour outside of an urban district, thirty (30) miles per hour in an urban 
district, and fi�een (15) miles per hour in an alley; but if such vehicle is equipped with 
two (2) or more solid �res, the maximum is ten (10) miles per hour at all �me and in 
all loca�ons. 

2. If the vehicle is designated and used for pulling or carrying freight and has a gross 
weight of more than eight thousand (8,000) pounds (including the weight of the 
vehicle and maximum load) and is equipped with pneuma�c �res, the maximum is 
fi�y (50) miles per hour outside of an urban district, thirty (30) miles per hour in an 
urban district, and fi�een (15) miles per hour in an alley; but if such vehicle is 
equipped with two (2) or more solid �res, the maximum is ten (10) miles per hour at 
all �mes and in all loca�ons. 

3. If the vehicle is designed and used for carrying more than seven (7) passengers and 
is equipped with pneumatic tires, the maximum is sixty (60) miles per hour. 

 
D. It is unlawful to drive any motor vehicle at a speed in excess of forty (40) miles per hour on the 

following streets: 
 

1. Silver Lake Road from Three Oaks Road to Northern Village Boundary 
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2. S Rawson Bridge Road from Crystal Lake Road to 875 � south of the centerline of 
Crystal Lake Road 

3. S Rawson Bridge Road from Three Oaks Road to 794 � north of the centerline of 
Three Oaks Road  

4. S Rawson Bridge Road from Crystal Lake Road to Hickory Nut Grove Lane 
 

E. It is unlawful to drive any motor vehicle at a speed in excess of thirty (30) miles per hour on the 
following streets: 

1. Sage Parkway; 
2. Three Oaks Road between U.S. Route 14 and east Village limits; 
3. Cary-Algonquin Road between U.S. 14 and Silver Lake Road; 
4. Silver Lake Road between Cary-Algonquin road and the north Village limits; 
5. W. Main Street between Cary-Algonquin Road and U.S. 14; 
6. E. Main Street between U.S. Route 14 and Decker Drive; 
7. First Street between U.S. 14 and Three Oaks Road; 
8. Crystal Lake Avenue between W. Foxford Drive and west Village limits; 
9. Jandus Road between Cary Street and Cary Point Drive. 

 
F. It is unlawful to drive any motor vehicle at a speed in exceed of fifty (50) miles per hour on the 

following streets: 
1. Three Oaks Road from U.S. Route 14 to the Western Village boundary line. 

 
G. It is unlawful to drive any motor vehicle at a speed in excess of thirty-five (35) miles per hour on 

the following streets: 
1. On East Main Street from Decker Drive to the eastern Village boundary; 
2. Reserved; 
3. Three Oaks Road, from Route 14 west to the Village limits; and 
4. Crystal Lake Avenue, from the west Village limits east to South Rawson Bridge Road. 

 
H. It is unlawful to drive any motor vehicle on the following streets in the Village at a speed in 

excess of twenty-five (25) miles per hour: 
1. Park Avenue from Silver Lane Road to First Street. 

 
I. It is unlawful to drive any motor vehicle on the following streets in the Village at a speed in 

excess of twenty-five (25) miles per hour: 
1. Park Avenue from Silver Lake Road to First Street; 
2. Cary Road, from Jandus Road to Mildred Avenue; 
3. Marquete Avenue, from Mildred Avenue to Cary Road; 
4. Mildred Avenue; 
5. Jandus Cutoff. 

SECTION 3: All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with this Ordinance are 
hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict. 

SECTION 4: If any part or parts of this Ordinance shall be held invalid for any reason

AN ORDINANCE DECLARING CERTAIN EQUIPMENT AS SURPLUS PROPERTY

ADOPTED BY THE MAYOR AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES
OF THE VILLAGE OF CARY THIS 6th DAY OF JUNE 2023

WHEREAS, the Village of Cary has the authority under the Illinois Compiled Statutes to
declare certain property as surplus, when not used or unusable; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Cary has determined the items listed on Exhibit B to be surplus 
property.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Board of Trustees of the Village of 
Cary that said property is declared surplus and the Village Administrator, or designee, shall be 
directed to dispose of said property by trade-in, auction, donation, recycled, sealed bid or scrapped. 
Any proceeds shall be deposited into the appropriate funds of the Village.

SECTION 1: That the above recitals are incorporated as if fully set forth herein.

SECTION 2: The Village of Cary approves the declaration of certain equipment and 
vehicles as surplus.

SECTION 3: All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with this Ordinance are 
hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

SECTION 4: If any part or parts of this Ordinance shall be held invalid for any reason such 
decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining part or parts of this Ordinance.

SECTION 5: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and 
approval according to law.
